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Before the establishment of the Strathmore Club the initial members belonged to the
Samian Elderly Citizens Club having as president Mr. Orestis AmyrdBecause the club
wanted to have overall controbn the finances and administration on the elderlies a rift
created among the clubs forcing Orestis and some members to walk outtanidok for



another placeand form an independent club securing beforehand the Boeing reserve Hall
